Page 5, “The correlation…is shown below: Here is a comparison… (see Figure 3).”   I am worried that Figures 1, 2 & 3 and 4, 5, & 6, might not properly appear between the respective sentences that correspondingly refer to them.  .
Page 7.   Again, Table 2 does not appear to be situated correctly following the line. “we obtain the following estimates of USD and EUR shares.” ]

Page 5. The two-sentence paragraph “It captures… and equities).” should not have a line of space above it, nor below it.

Page 12.  Last paragraph.  “In particular, congruence in UN voting, induces higher reserve currency holdings…”  Delete the 2nd comma. So it is, “In particular, congruence in UN voting induces higher reserve currency holdings…”
